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Abstract
The development and implementation of ICT without the parallel development of protective laws can result in destructive abuses that will curb the use of such implementation and ultimately place a limit on the benefits accrued. Malaysia has taken great effort in the formulation and implementation of the cyber laws to ensure the success of the MSC and to encourage and motivate the use of ICT and multimedia. However, the implementation of such cyber laws faces several challenges, which need to carefully and seriously address. The development of communications infrastructure also needs to be addressed in promoting ICT development in the country especially in the implementation of e-Government. The collaboration efforts between public and private sectors are needed to stimulate the development of broadband initiatives in the country.
